Af-
ter the meeting, we will fol-
low up with those interested,
to coordinate the chain of
communication structure and
implement the Neigwhbor-
hood Watch program. This
Board's goal is to have the
program operational by the
beginning of June.

Research indicates that
this program can be a very
effectivetool in protecting our
neighborhoods from many
types of crime. A little bit of
organized, increased Vvigi-
lance, can have a tremendous
impact on the security and
peaceful enjoyment of our

neighborhood. And our com-
munity phone-alert system
(CalingPost) will help make
this program very successful
with minimal effort.

Other immediate steps we
can take include garaging our
cars, being more attentive to
unfamiliar people or activities,
and reporting ALL vandalism
and other crimes to the police.
The more data they can com
pile, the more effective they
can be in responding to this
neighborhood’s needs. Please
do not hesitate to use their non-
emergency number (258-3600)
for reporting suspicious obser-
vations.

Public Schools Update

Construction is finally
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Jacobson Park. The cereno-
nial groundbreaking took
place on March 24", All five
School Board members,
Mayor Isaac, and Councilman
Bill Cegelka participated in
the ceremony.

The school, which will
accommodate 750 students in
grades 68, will open in the
fall of 2004. Construction is
projected to cost $13.2 mil-
lion. Middle school children
from Andover Hill, Andover
Forest, Autumn Ridge and the
Walhut Ridge subdivisions
will attend the school.

“Our biggest concern

moving forward is the conple-
tion of Hays Boulevard,” ex-
plained Councilman Cegelka.
Hays Blvd. is a four-lane road
that will run parallel to Chiles-
burg Road between Todds
Road and Athens-Boonesboro
Road. Currently, the road is
only partially built. “I have
asked Mayor Isaac to include
funding for completion of the
Hays Boulevard in next year's
budget,” stated Cegelka.
Without the road, buses
will have to take one of two
less desirable routes.  The
buses could travel Chilesburg
Road, a winding, narrow and
dangerous farm road. The d-
ternative is to take a much
longer and congested route
down Todds Road, to Man O

War, to Richmond Road to
Hays Middle School, essen-
tialy traveling in a near circle.
“The children would be much
safer if we completed the Hays
Boulevard,” explained Ce-
gelka

In other news, the School
Board purchased land for an
elementary school in the An-
dover area, near the Ball
Homes development at Todds
Road and Hays Blvd. The
School Board placed the
school second, behind a new
Bryan Station High School, on
a list of school construction
and renovation projects ap-
proved earlier this year. With
Bryan Station already funded,
the new elementary school
should be next.
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HOME SECURITY SURVEYS | CallingPost Program A Success

Would you like a profes-
sional evaluation of the security
of your home and recommenda-
tions for making it more secure
than it may presently be?

Also, residents can directly
contact one of 3 police officers
with special training in home
security through the National
Crime Prevention Institute in

Louisville. To schedule a home
security survey, call either Offi-
cer Van Barry, John Carmi-
chael or Bige Towery at 258-
3636. The officer will conduct
a thorough security review and
analysis of your home and
make any recommendations for
indicated improvements.

While it is impossible to
guarantee a 100% burglary free
environment, there are many
prudent steps we can take to
greatly reduce the likelihood of
our homes becoming burglary
targets.

Getting a comprehensive
home security review is cer-
tainly one of those steps. We
encourage residents to take ad-

In February of 2002, we
announced the implementa-
tion of "CalingPost", an
automated phone messaging
system to communicate with
residents on a timely basis
on matters of neighborhood
interest or concern, such as
the neighborhood yard sale
or vandalism in specific a-
eas of the community.

To date, we have used
the system 11 times to send
brief messages to residents.
Feedback has been very
positive.

When it began, we had
phone numbers for approx-
mately 60% of our residents,
which meant that 40% were
